Para compreender o movimento das luzes nas suas repercussoes politico-religiosas, estudam-se o iluminismo e suas
reformas, a revolucéo francesa e o liberalismo.

Para caraterizar a fragilidade do catolicismo e a sua renovacao, estuda-se o periodo da restauracéo politico-social e a
recomposicao eclesial oitocentista.

Para conhecer a relagéo entre o liberalismo e a Igreja, estudam-se 0s separatismos, a contraposicao entre catdlicos
intransigentes e catolicos liberais, assim como a evolucdo do magistério pontificio sobre o tema.

Para perceber o posicionamento do catolicismo face a modernidade, estuda-se o “Syllabus”, o | Concilio do Vaticano, a
questdo social e 0 modernismo.

Para dominar a problematica da missionag&o, percorrem-se as missdes “ad gentes” do seu despertar até a formagéo de
grejas locais em Africa e na Asia.

Para compreender o posicionamento da Santa Sé e dos catdlicos perante a politica novecentista, estudam-se as Guerras
Mundial e os totalitarismos nas suas implicagdes religiosas.

Para conhecer a renovacao eclesial do século XX, aborda-se a reforma institucional e pastoral que abriu caminho ao |l
Concilio do Vaticano, também estudado na sua realiza¢do e na sua rece¢ao.

To understand the century of lights in their political-religious implications, we study the Enlightenment and its reforms, the
French Revolution and liberalism.

To characterize the fragility of Catholicism and its renewal, we study the period of political and social restoration and the
19th century ecclesial recomposition.

To know the relationship between liberalism and the Church, we study the separatisms, the opposition between intransigent
Catholics and liberal Catholics, as well as the evolution of the pontifical magisterium on the subject.

To understand the position of Catholicism before the modernity, we study the “Syllabus”, the First Vatican Council, the
social issue and the modernism.

To master the problematic of missionary activity, we analyse missions “ad gentes” from his awakening to the formation of
local Churches in Africa and Asia.

To understand the position of the Holy See and the Catholics before the 19th century politic, we study the world wars and
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totalitarianisms in its religious implications.
To know the ecclesial renewal of the 20th century, we approach to the institutional and pastoral reform that led to the
Second Vatican Council, also studied in their realization and reception.

Metodologias de ensino (avalia¢do incluida)/ Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Metodologias de ensino:

Aulas expositivas, com possibilidade e incentivo a que os alunos formulem perguntas e facam comentarios livres e
espontaneos a proposito dos temas lecionados.

Anélise de fontes historicas, de estudos, de cartografia e de breves documentarios que ilustrem as exposi¢des e permitam
uma discusséo tematica.

Disponibiliza¢éo na plataforma para cada ponto do programa dos esquemas de lecionagéo e restantes materiais
anteriormente referidos.

Incentivo a pesquisa bibliograficas sobre os temas lecionados.

Disponibilidade para atender os alunos e orientar o seu estudo.

Avaliacéo:

Trabalho (25%): recensao de livro ou artigo de revista; contextualizacdo e apresentacdo de uma fonte historica; critica
historiogréfica de um recurso multimédia.

Exame final (50% ou 75%) com perguntas de desenvolvimento e de analise e comentario de textos fornecidos.

Teaching methodologies:

Expositive lectures with possibility of encouraging students to formulate questions and make free and spontaneous
comments with regard to the subjects taught.

Analysis of historical sources, studies, cartography, and documentaries which illustrate the presentations and allow for a
thematic discussion.

Available on the platform (web campus) teaching schemes for each program point and other such materials above-
mentioned.

Encouraging bibliographic research on the subjects taught.

Availability to meet the students and guide their study.

Evaluation:

Essay (30%): a critical book review or of a journal article; contextualization and presentation of a historical source;
historiographical review of a multimedia resource.

Final exam (70%) with open questions, and analysis and comment of texts provided.

Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos da unidade curricular / Demonstration of the
coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

As aulas expositivas sobre cada um dos pontos do programa favorecem o conhecimento e a compreenséo da vida Igreja
contemporanea entre o iluminismo do século XVIIl e o Il Concilio do Vaticano e a sua recegéo,

O Incentivo aos comentarios e perguntas dos alunos permite o esclarecimento de dividas, a consolida¢éo dos contetidos
programaticos tornando-os operativos, a abertura para tematicas relacionadas e a promogao da reflexao pessoal sobre o0s
temas.

A andlise e discussao tematica em torno de fontes histdricas, estudos, cartografia e breves documentarios, e a pesquisa
bibliografica alicercam e alargam a compreensao dos contelidos programaticos, incentivando a investigacao dos alunos
sobre os mesmos, e possibilitam a apresentagéo de alguns trabalhos.

0 atendimento pessoal dos alunos esclarece as dlvidas, orienta o0 estudo e a pesquisa, e acompanha a redacao do
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trabalho.

The expositive lectures on each of the points of the program enable further knowledge and understanding of the
contemporary Church life between the Enlightenment of the 18th century and the Second Vatican Council and its reception,.
The incentive to comments and questions from students allows the answering of questions, the consolidation of the
contents making them operational, opening for related issues and thus promoting personal reflection on the issues.

The analysis and thematic discussion of historical sources, studies, cartography and documentaries, as well as bibliography
research consolidate and broaden the understanding of the syllabus, encouraging the research of students about them,
enabling the presentation of some essay.

The personal attendance of the students clarifies the doubts, guides the study and research, and monitors the drafting of the
essay.
