This course aims to introduce students to the knowledge of the main characteristics of the phenomenon of secularization, in particular
the main themes and issues that animated philosophical reflection in modernity.

The study will be developed around significant authors and works, which will seek to provide the conceptual tools that allow to understand
and develop a personal and critical reflection on the phenomenon of secularization, around different dimensions of human existence, in
particular in the ethical-political, cultural, social and religious ones.

The syllabus of the curricular unit «Thematic Seminar II: Religion and Politics in our Common Home» were defined according to the
objectives and competences to be acquired by the students. There is an articulation of the syllabus in order to get to know the fundamental
questions — religious, political and ethical — about the relationship between the State and the Church. This way, the student will be able
to understand and reflect on these issues in our world.

A pratica da oralidade justifica-se, quer como momento prévio de avaliagdo quer como momento de sintese-reavaliagao-consolidagao.
A avaliacéo integrara:

- Apresentagéo oral do trabalho (30%).

- Protocolo escrito (15%)

- Trabalho final (50%).

- Os restantes 5 % serdo atribuidos a participagdo no ensino presencial.

Qualquer evidéncia de plagio sera punida com a atribui¢do de zero ao elemento de avaliagao que tenha utilizado indevidamente textos
de terceiros.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The adopted methodology takes in due account the theoretical and practical status of the curricular unity, as well as the pedagogical
orientations of the Faculty of Theology.

The oral practice is justified as a previous moment of evaluation and as well as moment of syntheses, re-evaluation and consolidation.
The evaluation parameters are:

- Oral presentation — 30%

- Written protocol - 15%

- Written paper - 50%

- The remaining 5 % will be attributed to the oral participation in the classroom lessons.

Any evidence of plagiarism shall be penalized with a mark of zero (0). Plagiarism is the improper use of a text and/or ideas that are not
one’s own.

The unit «Thematic Seminar II: Religion and Politics in our Common Home » focuses on continuous assessment methodology. The
teaching methodology is student-centred and allows the student to develop a work throughout the semester, in a gradual and
proportionate way, to demonstrate the competences acquired. The mandatory elements of the assessment (written test, monographic
work) are important to ensure the qualitative and quantitative assessment of learning.
