A ser definido pelo estudante em didlogo com a professora. Este podera assumir um de diferentes formatos, como:
- Exame final com 1 ou 2 perguntas de desenvolvimento;

- Apresentacdo, em aula, de um livro na area da TP, acompanhada de uma recensao critica;
- Redacéo de um artigo com qualidade para publicagdo em revista ou site da &rea da Teologia.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Considering that this is a seminar, active participation in class and constructive debate are highly valued. Students are expected to read
the assigned materials carefully before each session. Adopting a critical and open-minded attitude toward both the materials and
pedagogical methods will be important to succeed throughout this learning process.

Course Requirements & Grading

=  Critical reading of selected texts and class participation — 30%
= Preparation and presentation of a seminar session — 20%

The presentation should include a brief and critical overview of the assigned reading (approximately 15 minutes), followed by a
class discussion led by the student (around 15 minutes). At the end of the session, the student is expected to submit a lesson
plan outlining the presentation and the discussion question(s) prepared in advance.
=  Final project - 50%
It will be decided by the student in dialogue with the professor. It may be:
- Afinal exam with one or two essay questions;

- Anin-class presentation of a book related to Political Theology, along with a book review;
- An article suitable for publication in a journal or website in the field of Theology.
