Demonstragao da coeréncia dos contelidos programaticos com os objetivos da unidade curricular

N&o sendo possivel, no quadro de uma UC de Seminario, apresentar todas as dimensées (conceptuais e/ou teoldgicas) e concretizagdes (historico-
sociais) que a expressao “Catolicismo Social Portugués” encerra, pretende-se, outrossim, apresentar uma grelha de leitura possivel das principais
coordenadas do fendmeno em quest&o. Para tal, o ponto 1 do Programa releva a problematica inerente a analise aqui proposta, ponto fundamental
a compreensao do conceito e de toda a problematica histérica, teoldgica e social a ele conexa. Estabelecida esta “base” hermenéutica, avanga-se
para uma hipétese de enquadramento histérico-tematico do fenémeno (ponto 2), facilitador da compreensao da evolugédo do mesmo. No ponto 3,
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finaliza-se a apresentagéo da referida grelha, inscrevendo e contextualizando, esquematicamente, as dimensdes, personagens e dinamicas
comummente associadas ao tema. O exercicio descritivo/propositivo desta grelha de compreensao tera depois um aprofundamento pratico no ponto
4, onde se propora a leitura e analise de textos (artigos, estudos, documentos do Magistério e/ou dos autores referidos no ponto 2) relacionados
com a tematica/problematica em presenca.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's objectives

As it is not possible, in the framework of this type of Seminars, to present all the dimensions (conceptual and/or theological) and
achievements (historical-social) that the expression “Portuguese Social Catholicism” encompasses, it is intended to present a grid of
possible reading of the main coordinates of the phenomenon in question. To this end, point 1 of the Program highlights the problems
inherent in the analysis proposed here, a fundamental point for understanding the concept and all the historical, theological and social
problems associated with it. Having established this hermeneutic base, we move towards a hypothesis of historical-thematic framing of
the phenomenon (point 2), facilitating the understanding of its evolution. In point 3, the presentation of the aforementioned grid is
concluded, schematically inscribing and contextualizing the dimensions, characters and dynamics commonly associated with the theme.
The descriptive/proposal exercise of this understanding grid will then have a practical deepening in point 4, where the reading and
analysis of texts (articles, studies, documents of the Magisterium and/or authors referred to in point 2) related to the theme/ problematic
in presence.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagao incluida)

Tratando-se de uma disciplina de Seminario, e atendendo a tematica e Programa propostos, a dindmica letiva estara dividida em duas partes:

e numa primeira parte (pontos 1 a 3 do Programa) o docente fara a apresentagéo dos contetidos essenciais a compreensédo da tematica do
Seminario, potenciando sempre a reflex&o e articulagdo de conhecimentos ja assimilados noutras unidades curriculares;

e numa segunda parte (ponto 4 do Programa), os discentes serédo orientados na realizagdo de um exercicio de leitura comentada de textos
relacionados com a tematica em causa, de modo a exercitar a consolidagdo dos conhecimentos.

Na 12 parte do curso, o docente apresenta ndo apenas os contelidos essenciais a reter bem como os recursos (bibliograficos, audiovisuais ou
outros) que permitam e potenciem o estudo e aprofundamento das matérias em questao por parte dos alunos. Tais recursos seréo igualmente
disponibilizados via plataforma online.

As sessoes relativas a 22 parte do Programa seréo divididas entre sessdes de leitura orientada e comentada pelo professor e em conjunto com
todos os discentes, e por sessdes de apresentagdo individual, por parte de cada aluno, de um trabalho de sintese de leitura de um ou mais textos
propostos. Quer num como noutro caso dar-se-a espago e oportunidade para o dialogo e partilha de questdes ou duvidas que tais leituras/textos
possam suscitar. Todo este trabalho (de exposicéo, leitura orientada e apresentacéo individual) visa a preparagao dos discentes em ordem a
realizagdo de um trabalho monografico individual final que aborde uma (ou mais) das tematicas elencadas, sempre explanada em articulagdo com a
tematica geral da Unidade Curricular.

Avaliagéo:
Frequéncia e participacdo em aula (20%) + Apresentacdo em aula (20%) + Trabalho individual escrito (60%)

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Since this is a Seminar, and given the proposed theme and Program, the teaching dynamics will be divided into two parts:

« in the first part (points 1 to 3 of the Program) the teacher will present the essential contents for understanding the theme of the
Seminar, always enhancing the reflection and articulation of knowledge already assimilated in other curricular units;

+ in a second part (point 4 of the Program), students will be guided in an exercise in commented reading of texts

related to the theme in question, in order to exercise the consolidation of knowledge.

In the 1st part of the course, the teacher presents not only the essential contents to be retained, as well as the resources (bibliographic,
audiovisual or others) that allow and enhance the study and deepening of the subjects in question by the students. Such resources will
also be made available via an online platform.

The sessions related to the 2nd part of the Program will be divided between reading sessions guided and commented by the teacher and
together with all students, and individual presentation sessions, by each student, of a reading synthesis work by one or more texts
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proposed. Either way, there will be space and opportunity for dialogue and sharing of questions or doubts that such readings/texts may
raise. All this work (exposition, guided reading and individual presentation) aims to prepare students in order to carry out a final individual
monographic work that addresses one (or more) of the listed themes, always explained in conjunction with the general theme of the
Course.

Assessment:
Class attendance and participation (20%) + Class presentation (20%) + Individual written work (60%)

Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos da unidade curricular

As sessoes de caracter preponderantemente exploratorio-expositivo (12 parte do programa) visam favorecer uma compreensao sistematica da
problematica em questéo, tendo como base as fontes (primarias e secundarias) e estudos existentes.

Os exercicios de leitura (em grupo e/ou em registo de sintese individual) a serem levados a cabo pelos alunos tém como objetivo primordial a
aproximagado e compreensao contextualizada das questdes com que o tema em analise se correlaciona, promovendo assim o debate e a reflexao
mais alargada, aberta e proficua em torno das mesmas.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The sessions of a predominantly exploratory-expository nature (1st part of the program) aim to promote a systematic understanding of
the problem in question, based on sources (primary and secondary) and existing studies.

The reading exercises (in groups and/or in individual synthesis) to be carried out by the students have as their primary objective the
approach and contextualized understanding of the issues with which the topic under analysis is correlated, thus promoting debate and
reflection wider, more open and more fruitful around them.
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
