Leitura critica das tendéncias em ecologia, ambiente e eco-teologia. A
partir da enciclica Laudato si’ (24 de maio de 2015)

Convergindo com as multiplas agendas mundiais, a enciclica Laudato Si’ sobre o
cuidado da casa comum (Papa Francisco, 24 de maio de 2015) converge, a0 mesmo
tempo, de modo original, com a agenda do préprio planeta Terra, o qual revela
profundos e dramaticos desequilibrios ecologicos, devidos a acdo direta do ser
humano. A comunidade cientifica é consensual na identificacdo de uma nova era
geoldgica, o Antropoceno. O neologismo Antropoceno, forjado por Paul Crutzen, no
ano 2000, pretende significar que as alteragdes antropogénicas da Terra, alteracdes
que resultam, portanto, da acdo do ser humano, sdo tdo profundas e globais ao ponto
do humano se tornar uma “forga geoldgica” que imprime mudangas irreversiveis no
Planeta.

A enciclica Laudato Si vem lembrar que “ndo somos Deus. A terra existe antes de
nos e foi-nos dada” (LS §67) e que “nds mesmos somos terra” (LS §2). A terra que
somos ¢ a Terra que habitamos aparece assim como “terra nossa” a amar ¢ a cuidar.
Retomando a preocupacdo ja expressa pelos seus antecessores Jodo Paulo Il e Bento
XV, Francisco convida 0 mundo inteiro a “refletir sobre os diferentes elementos de
uma ecologia integral” (LS §137). Ecologia integral que abrange, portanto, a
ecologia ambiental, econdémica, social, cultural e a propria ecologia da vida
quotidiana. Ecologia Integral que diz respeito a Terra, a toda a Terra. Terra que nao
é, de modo algum, um termo abstrato: denota a Terra na qual vivemos e a terra que
somos; denota a acdo criadora de Deus e 0 amor eterno que a acompanha; denota,
enfim, a responsabilidade do ser humano e o privilégio de poder amar e cuidar da
Terra.

Queremos, pois, acolher o desafio feito pelo Papa a toda a humanidade e,
especialmente a comunidade cientifica: “Lanco um convite urgente a renovar o
didlogo sobre a maneira como estamos a construir o futuro do Planeta” (LS §14).

O Seminario Leitura critica das tendéncias em ecologia, ambiente e ecoteologia. A
partir da enciclica Laudato si’ (24 de maio de 2015) tem como objetivos de
aprendizagem:

Critical reading of trends in ecology, environment and eco-theology.
From the Encyclical Laudato si' (May 24, 2015)

Converging with the multiple global agendas, the encyclical Laudato Si' on the care
of the common home (Pope Francis, May 24, 2015) converges, at the same time, in
an original way, with the agenda of the planet Earth itself, which reveals deep and
dramatic ecological imbalances, due to the direct action of human beings. The
scientific community is consensual in identifying a new geological era, the
Anthropocene. The neologism Anthropocene, forged by Paul Crutzen in the year
2000, intends to signify that the anthropogenic alterations of the Earth, alterations
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that result, therefore, from the action of the human being, are so deep and global to
the point of the human being becoming a "geological force" that imprints
irreversible changes on the Planet.

The encyclical Laudato Si' reminds us that "we are not God. The earth exists before
us and has been given to us" (LS 867) and that "we ourselves are earth™ (LS §2).
The earth that we are and the earth that we inhabit thus appears as "our earth" to be
loved and cared for.

Taking up the concern already expressed by his predecessors John Paul Il and
Benedict XVI, Francis invites the whole world to “reflect on the different elements
of an integral ecology™ (LS 8137). Integral ecology which therefore encompasses
environmental, economic, social, cultural and the very ecology of everyday life. An
integral ecology that concerns the Earth, the whole Earth. Earth that is by no means
an abstract term: it denotes the Earth in which we live and the Earth that we are; it
denotes the creative action of God and the eternal love that accompanies it; it
denotes, finally, the responsibility of human beings and the privilege of being able
to love and care for the Earth.

We wish therefore to welcome the challenge made by the Pope to all humanity and
especially to the scientific community: "I launch an urgent invitation to renew the
dialogue on the way we are building the future of the Planet" (LS 814).
