Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias a desenvolver pelos estudantes)

1. Dominar a problematica do cristianismo na época moderna nas suas dindmicas de reforma, rutura e disciplinamento.

2. Compreender a emergéncia, retrocesso e desenvolvimento das missdes “ad gentes” na época moderna e contemporanea, que
conferiram ao cristianismo uma expans&o mundial.

3. Caraterizar as relagdes entre o cristianismo e 0s regimes politicos nas monarquias absolutas, nos regimes liberais oitocentistas, nos
totalitarismos e nas democracias contemporaneas.

4. Conhecer a configuracao teoldgica, espiritual, celebrativa e organizativa das Igrejas cristds ao longo do periodo.

Learning outcomes of the curricular unit

1. To master the problematic of Christianity in the modern age in its dynamics of reform, rupture and disciplining.

2. To understand the emergency, regression and development of missions “ad gentes” in modern and contemporary age, which have
given Christianity a worldwide expansion.

3. To characterize the relationship between Christianity and political regimes in absolute monarchies, in 19th century liberal regimes, in
totalitarianisms and contemporary democracies.

4. To know the theological, spiritual, celebrative, and organizational configuration of Christianity throughout the period.

Demonstragao da coeréncia dos contetidos programaticos com os objetivos da unidade curricular

Para dominar a problematica do cristianismo na época moderna, estuda-se o cristianismo entre a decadéncia e a renovagao, 0s
movimentos de rutura e separacao, a reforma catélica e os conflitos entre catélicos e protestantes.

Para compreender a emergéncia, regressdo e desenvolvimento das missdes “ad gentes”, estuda-se a expansdo mundial do
cristianismo na época moderna e contemporanea.

Para caraterizar as relagdes entre o cristianismo e os regimes politicos, analisa-se o cristianismo no contexto das monarquias
absolutas, do despotismo iluminado, da revolugéo francesa, dos regimes liberais, das guerras mundiais, dos totalitarismos e das
democracias.

Para conhecer a configuracéo teologica, espiritual, celebrativa e organizativa do cristianismo, estuda-se o jansenismo e o quietismo,
as reformas iluministas, a restauracao religiosa do século XIX, a relagao entre cristianismo e modernidade, e a renovacgéo teoldgico-
pastoral do século XX.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's objectives

To master the problematic of Christianity in modern age, we study the Christianity between decay and renewal, Protestantism and
Catholicism.

To understand the emergency, regression and development of missions “ad gentes”, we study Christianity's worldwide expansion in the
modern and contemporary ages.

To characterize the relationship between Christianity and political regimes, we analyse Christianity in the context of absolute
monarchies, enlightened despotism, the French revolution, liberal regimes, world wars, totalitarianisms, and democracies.

To know the theological, spiritual, celebrative and organizational configuration of Christianity, we study Jansenism and Quietism, the
Enlightenment reforms, the religious restoration of the 19th century, the relationship between Christianity and modernity, as well as the
theological and pastoral renewal of the 20th century.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagao incluida)

Metodologias de ensino:

Disponibilizagdo pelo docente de materiais de apoio e de exposi¢des predominantemente assincronas na plataforma que facultem
uma visdo de conjunto dos contelidos programaticos.

A pesquisa bibliografica e a analise pelos alunos de fontes histéricas, estudos, cartografia e documentarios que ilustrem os contetidos
programaticos e permitam a produgao de conhecimento.

Elaboragdo pelos alunos de materiais que exprimam a referida produgdo do conhecimento, designadamente recensoes,
contextualizagdes/apresentagdes de fontes histéricas, criticas historiograficas de recursos multimédia...

Participagao em foruns de debate e partilha de conhecimento.

Acompanhamento e orientagao pelo docente do estudo dos alunos, incentivando e respondendo as suas questdes e comentando 0s
seus trabalhos.

Avaliagéo:
Avaliagéo continua (40%) dos elementos elaborados e apresentados pelos alunos e de eventuais testes “online”.
Exame final (60%).
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Teaching methodologies:

Availability by the teacher of support materials and mainly asynchronous exhibitions on the platform which provide an overview of the
syllabus.

The bibliographic research and analysis by students of historical sources, studies, cartography, and documentaries which illustrate the
syllabus and allow the production of knowledge.

Students' elaboration of materials expressing the above-mentioned production of knowledge, namely reviews,
contextualizations/presentations of historical sources, historiographic critiques of multimedia resources...

Participation in discussion and knowledge-sharing forums.

Accompaniment and orientation by the teacher of the students' study, encouraging and answering their questions and giving feedback
on their essays.

Evaluation:
Continuous evaluation (40%) of the elements elaborated and presented by the students and of possible online tests.
Final exam (60%).

Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos da unidade curricular

A disponibilizacdo de materiais e exposi¢des sobre cada um dos pontos do programa faculta uma visdo de conjunto do cristianismo
moderno e contemporaneo desde o declinio e renovagao dos séculos XV e XVI a reforma teoldgico-pastoral em didlogo com o mundo
do século XX.

A andlise de fontes histéricas e estudos e a pesquisa bibliografica alicercam e alargam a compreensao dos contetdos programaticos
pelos alunos, possibilitando o seu percurso de aprendizagem pessoal e em conjunto, assim como a criacdo e apresentacao de
trabalhos.

O recurso a cartografia e a breves documentarios permite a apreens@o da vida e organizagdo das Igrejas na sua implantagéo
geografica e no seu percurso histérico.

O incentivo a partilha de conhecimento, a comentarios e perguntas por parte alunos esclarece duvidas, consolida e torna operativos os
conteudos programaticos, abre para tematicas relacionadas e promove a reflexdo pessoal sobre os temas.

O acompanhamento dos alunos pelo docente responde a perguntas, orienta o estudo e a pesquisa, e acompanha a elaboragdo dos
trabalhos.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The availability of materials and exhibitions on each point of the program provides an overview of modern and contemporary
Christianity from the decay and renewal of the 15th and 16th centuries to theological and pastoral reform in dialogue with the world of
the 20th century.

The analysis of historical sources and studies and the bibliographic research support and widen the students' understanding of the
syllabus, making possible their personal and joint learning path, as well as the creation and presentation of essays.

The use of cartography and short documentaries allows the apprehension of the life and organization of the Churches in their
geographical implantation and in their historical course.

The encouragement of knowledge sharing, comments and questions by students clarifies doubts, consolidates, and makes operative
the syllabus, opens to related subjects and promotes personal reflection on the themes.

The teacher's accompaniment of the students answers questions, guides the study and research, and accompanies the elaboration of
the essays.
