Demonstragao da coeréncia dos contetidos programaticos com os objetivos da unidade curricular

Obj. 1: atendido de forma especial nos pontos 2 e 3 do programa, na medida em que nestes se expdem os elementos fundamentais
da interpretacéo crista de Jesus;

Obj. 2: alcangado mediante a introdug&o inicial ao curso e a esta area de estudo teoldgico (ponto 1 do programa), porque ai se expde
a importancia do contributo de outras ciéncias para o conhecimento de Jesus de Nazaré, especialmente da histdria (em torno da
«questao do Jesus historico» e suas fases);

Obj. 3: perseguido através do estudo da diversidade das tradi¢des biblicas e da histdria da teologia cristd (sobretudo do papel
essencial das controvérsias cristolégicas) (pontos 2 e 3 do programa), que promove a capacidade de interpretar de forma
contextualizada os debates em torno da identidade de Jesus.

Obj. 4: alcangado mediante o estudo do perfil teolégico da questdo de Jesus, da interdisciplinaridade da questdo (ponto 1 do
programa) € o contacto com a pluralizagdo contemporanea de abordagens ao tema (ponto 4 do programa).

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's objectives

Obj. 1: considered in a special way in points 2 and 3 of the program, as these expose the fundamental elements of the Christian
interpretation of Jesus;

Obj. 2: reached through the initial introduction to the course and this area of theological study (point 1 of the program), because it
explains the importance of the contribution of other sciences to the knowledge of Jesus of Nazareth, especially History (around the
«Historical Jesus question» and its phases);

Obj. 3: pursued through the study of the diversity of biblical traditions and of the history of Christian theology (mainly the essential role
of Christological controversies) (points 2 and 3 of the program), which promotes the ability to interpret in a contextualized manner the
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debates around the identity of Jesus.

Obj. 4: achieved by studying the theological profile of the question of Jesus, of the interdisciplinary nature of the question (point 1 of the
program) and of the contemporary pluralization of approaches to this theme (point 4 of the program).

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagao incluida)

Combinacao de diferentes metodologias, para um ensino flexivel, centrado no estudante e mediado pelo docente:

1. Apresentagdo introdutéria dos conteudos fundamentais através de atividades letivas sincronas e assincronas;

2. Leitura de textos orientadores do estudo (fontes e/ou sinteses), para ampliar e consolidar conteidos e competéncias
(leituras prévias e/ou subsequentes a trabalho em horas de contacto);

3. Exercicios periédicos de verificagdo de aquisicdo de conhecimentos e competéncias (individuais e via plataformas online de
apoio ao ensino-aprendizagem);

4. Dialogos - foruns ou outras ferramentas online -, nomeadamente na interaccéo estabelecida a propésito de conteudos e de
exercicios de verificacao e avaliagdo da aprendizagem (feed-back).

Avaliacao:
A. Avaliagdo continua (40%): exercicios online (comentarios a textos efou pequenos testes onling), a realizar com
periodicidade semanal ou quinzenal;
B. Exame final (60%): exame escrito e/ou oral.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Combination of different methodologies, in order to promote a flexible teaching, student-centered and mediated by the teacher:

1. Introductory presentation of the fundamental contents, through synchronous and non-synchronous teaching activities;

2. Reading of the study guiding texts (sources and/or summaries), to expand and consolidate contents and competences (previous
and/or subsequent readings to work in contact hours);

3. Periodic exercises to verify the acquisition of knowledge and skills (individually and via online teaching-learning platforms);

4. Dialogues (in forums or other similar online tools) between students and teacher, namely in the interaction established between them
regarding program contents and exercises for verification and assessment of learning (feed-back).

Evaluation:
A. Continuous assessment (40%): online exercises (comments on texts and/or small online tests), to be carried out weekly or biweekly;
B. Final exam (60%): written and/or oral exam.

Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos da unidade curricular

Obj. 1: os contetidos fundamentais do programa sdo expostos
+ no tempo de horas de contacto, na medida em que ai se apresentam os eixos fundamentais da interpretagéo histérica e
crente de Jesus de Nazaré (metodologia 1) — aqui desempenha um papel relevante a mediagéo do docente, presencial e a
distancia;
+ nas leituras obrigatérias de material de estudo acessivel, nomeadamente, na plataforma online de apoio e nas bibliotecas
da Universidade, na medida em que assim se estrutura o ensino-aprendizagem a distancia e individual (metodologia 2) — aqui
desempenha um papel decisivo o estudo centrado no aluno, flexivel e autdnomo;
+ nos exercicios, na medida em que promove a objectivagdo por parte dos alunos dos conhecimentos adquiridos
(metodologia 3) — também aqui se promove um ensino-aprendizagem centrado no aluno;

Obj. 2: seja por via da exposicdo do docente (metodologia 1), seja por via dos materiais de estudo pessoal e a distancia facultados aos
alunos (metodologia 2), estes contactam com a natureza interdisciplinar dos estudos sobre a histéria e fé em Jesus — combinando-se
0 estudo centrado no aluno e o papel tutorial do docente;
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Obj. 3: seja por via dos contetidos a adquirir (metodologias 1 e 2) seja, sobretudo, pelos exercicios periddicos requeridos (metodologia
3), os alunos séo estimulados a desenvolver competéncias de contextualizagdo historica e teoldgica da visdo crista de Jesus —
combinando-se o estudo centrado no aluno e o papel tutorial do docente;

Obj. 4: os exercicios propostos (até porque privilegiam o comentario informado de afirmagdes ou textos cristolégicos — metodologia 3)
e os dialogos acerca dos contetdos do programa (metodologia 4) promovem o desenvolvimento de competéncias de reflexdo e
discussao criticas sobre questao de Jesus — aprendizagem e desenvolvimento de competéncias centrados no estudante.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

Obj. 1: the fundamental contents of the program are exposed
+ in the time of contact hours, insofar as the fundamental axes of the historical and faith interpretation of Jesus of Nazareth
are presented (methodology 1) — mediation by the teacher, both in person and at a distance, plays here an important role;
+ in the mandatory readings of accessible study material, namely, on the online support platform and in the University libraries.
These readings structure most of the distance and individual teaching-learning process (methodology 2) — here the student-
centered, flexible and autonomous study plays a decisive role;
+ in exercises, insofar as it promotes objectification by students of the acquired knowledge (methodology 3) - through this too,
the student-centered teaching-learning is promoted;

Obj. 2: either through the teacher’s presentation (methodology 1) or through the study materials provided to students for their individual
homework (methodology 2), students come into contact with the interdisciplinary nature of studies on history and faith in Jesus —
combining student-centered study and the tutorial role of the teacher;

Obj. 3: either through the contents to be acquired (methodologies 1 and 2) or, above all, through the required periodic exercises
(methodology 3), students are encouraged to develop skills of historical and theological contextualization of the Christian views on
Jesus — combining also the student-centered study and the tutorial role of the teacher;

Obj. 4: the proposed exercises (especially because they favor the informed commentary of Christological statements or texts -
methodology 3) and dialogues about the contents of the program (methodology 4) promote the development of critical reflection and
discussion skills on the issue of Jesus — learning and skills development focused on the student.
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
