In order to accomplish objectives three and six, the contents of part four will be dealt
with, for they allow to implement previous information and knowledge’s, so that one can put into practice the second part of the
contents. In the fourth and fifth part, the contents once again present a very practical outcome with which it can be proved the previous
ones. Content V answers to the objectives 8, 9 and 10.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching method will follow an exposition and explanation approach in the first part. Throughout the course, students will have the
chance to:

1. pratical samples with exegetical exercises on some Pauline and Catholic Letters texts which are considered more famous and
representative of different theologies of the NT; this will enhance to revalue some interpretations that were offered on them;

2. progressively get acquainted and with the basic theology concepts of Pauline theology and of Catholic Letters theology;

3.get familiar with practical exegetical exercises on the Letters of Paul in order to see in action the rhetorical procedures of the ancient
classical world so well known by the apostle;

4. foster the mastering of basic Pauline theological concepts and of the different Catholic Epistles theologies;

5.continuous contact with the biblical Greek text of the NT;

6.evaluation: Final examination 60%; Punctuality and participation 10%; Written paper 30%

Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos da unidade curricular

Depois da reconstru¢ao da biografia Paulina, o capitulo | percorre as grandes escolas da teologia Paulina desde os tempos modernos.
O capitulo Il sumaria as linhas principais da teologia Paulina. O cap. lll reconstroi a primitiva tradicdo catequética e kerygmatica. A
segunda parte do curso (mais pratica, a partir do cap.IV) é dedicada a exegese de alguns textos. O cap.V desenvolve as teologias que
foram acrescentadas ao Novo Testamento depois de Paulo.
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As metodologias de ensino 1, 4 e 5 respondem diretamente a formulagio dos objetivos 1, 2, 3, 8 e 9.

A metodologia de ensino 4 responde diretamente ao objetivo 10.

As metodologias de ensino 2 e 3 permitem desenvolvem os objetivos 4 a 7.

A metodologia 6 de avaliagdo adotada capacita o aluno com as ferramentas necessarias que lhe permitem verificar nos textos
paulinos a new perspetive. Por outro lado, também permitem avaliar os conhecimentos alcangados bem como o grau de proficiéncia
neste dominio.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

This curricular unity tackles in different ways the thirteen letters of Paul that the Christian tradition assigns to the Pauline school of
theology, and the Catholic Epistles. After reconstructing the pauline biography, the first part will deals with the great schools of pauline
theology throughout the theological tradition. This part focus mainly in the modern period. The second part summarizes the guide lines
of Pauline theology. The third part rebuilds the ancient catechetical tradition. The last part in chapter IV is dedicated to the concrete
biblical exegesis of some fundamental pauline texts, and develops the different theologies that were included in the NT.

The teachings methodologies 1, 4 and 5 answer directly to the learning outcomes 1, 2, 3, 8 € 9.

The teachings methodologies 2 and 3 accomplish the learning outcomes 4 to 7

The teaching methodology 6 offers the basic tools to verify the appliance of the new perspective in the pauline texts. And the theology
of Catholic Epistles

Methodology 4 answers directly to objective 10.
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
